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Environment, human rights, peace and poverty- there are various critical issues in Asia and numerous efforts
have been made to solve such problems for sustainable development in Asia, at international, regional,
sub-regional, national and local community levels. NGOs have been playing significant roles to realise
sustainable development, in particular, at the grass-root level, through empowering the local community people,
behind the scene. ESD-J has worked on visualising the NGOs efforts and implicating their activities as ESD,
through various projects such as the “Asia Good ESD Practice Research Project (AGEPP)”. Through
conducting AGEPP in collaboration with NGOs in Asia, the foundation for the Asia NGO network on ESD has
been formed.

In August, 2010, ESD-J organised the Surabaya Workshop on Asia NGO ESD Network, in Surabaya,
Indonesia. The representatives from 8 NGOs of 6 Asian countries discussed the significance of Asian NGO
network on ESD, necessity, function, and structure and agreed on the need to establish Asia NGO Network on
ESD by 2014, that is the end of the UN Decade of Education for Sustainable Development. Based on the

Workshop results, ESD-J is planning to hold an international forum, the “Networking Asian NGO on ESD by
2014, End of the Decade - expected role of UN, Japanese government and NGOs to realise the functional and
proactive NGO network™, on 12 December, 2010, in Tokyo, Japan. (Please see the attached “General
Information” for the further detail.)

Based on the Workshop results, ESD-J is planning to hold an international forum, ‘“Networking Asian NGO on
